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YEAR 12 AND YEAR 14 EXAMINATION PERFORMANCE AT POST-PRIMARY SCHOOLS IN NORTHERN IRELAND 2010/11

This statistical release presents an analysis of examination performance of pupils in year 12 and year 14 at post-primary schools in Northern Ireland for 2010/11.  The data are taken from the Summary of Annual Examination Results (SAER) process, which collates examinations data and validates it with schools. 

The requirement for this exercise is underpinned by legislation, the Education (School information and prospectuses) Regulations (Northern Ireland) 2003. Under the above named regulations, post-primary schools are required to provide information about public examination performance for the year immediately preceding the publication of the prospectus.

The tables presented in the release reflect the key examination information requirements of the Department, Education & Training Inspectorate, Education Authorities, schools and the wider user group.

The release includes information regarding year 12 and 14 examination performance by gender, sector, and Free School Meal eligibility, and there are links to comparable releases in England, Scotland and Wales.

KEY POINTS

· 59.8% of year 12 pupils achieved 5 or more GCSEs (including equivalents) at grades A*-C including GCSE English and mathematics, an increase of 1.2 percentage points from 58.6% in 2009/10.

· 75.3% of year 12 pupils achieved 5 or more GCSEs (including equivalents) at grades A*-C, an increase of 1.0 percentage point from 74.3% in 2009/10.

· Females generally perform better than their male counterparts, 79.9% of female pupils in year 12 achieved 5 or more GCSEs (including equivalents) at grades A*-C compared to 70.6% of males, a gap of 9.3 percentage points. 

· 97.5% of year 14 pupils achieved 2 or more A levels (including equivalents) at grades A*-E, a decrease of 0.4 percentage points from the 97.9% achieved in 2009/10.

· 64.3% of year 14 pupils achieved 3 or more A levels (including equivalents) at grades A*-C. This is a decrease of 1 percentage point since 2009/10.

Public Service Agreements

The data have been used to monitor a number of targets in the Department’s Public Service Agreements.

Building a Better Future - The Programme for Government (PfG) 2008 - 2011 outlined the Executive’s strategic priorities, key plans and targets for the three years from 1 April 2008 – 31 March 2011. To ensure a focus on delivery, the Programme for Government sets out the Executive’s key goals and commitments and the associated departmental goals and targets. DE is the lead Department on PSAs 10 and 19 – four of the published indicators are monitored using SAER data.

PSA 10: Helping our children and young people to achieve through education.

Aim: Encourage all our children to realise their potential by improving access to formal and non formal education and provision tailored to the needs of disadvantaged children and young people.

Indicator 3b: By 2010 bring the attainment levels of post primary schools identified as having 51% or more of the pupils living at a postcode within a Neighbourhood Renewal Area (NRA), up to within 3 percentage points of the Northern Ireland average at GCSE.

Position: Target met. In 2010/11, 94.0% of pupils in schools with 51% or more pupils from NRA’s achieved 5 or more GCSEs (or equivalent) at A*-G, 2.7 percentage points below the Northern Ireland average (96.7%). In 2009/10 the gap was 2.0 percentage points. 

Indicator 4: By 2010, reduce the number of pupils achieving no GCSEs attending schools identified as having 51% or more of the pupils living at a postcode within a Neighbourhood Renewal Area (NRA), to within 1 percentage point of the Northern Ireland average.
Position: Target met. In 2010/11, 0.6% of pupils in schools with 51% or more pupils from NRA’s achieved no GCSEs or equivalent, 0.1 percentage points above the Northern Ireland average (0.5%). In 2009/10 the figure was 0.4 percentage points above the average.


PSA 19: Raising standards in our schools.

Aim: Educate and develop our young people to the highest possible standards to deliver improved outcomes for all young people, including measurable reductions in the gap in educational outcomes between highest and lowest attainers.

Indicator 2: By 2011, 65% of students undertaking A level examinations gaining 3 or more A levels A-C or equivalent in Year 14.

Position: Target not met. In 2010/11, 64.3% of pupils entered for A levels (or equivalent) achieved 3 or more A levels at grades A*-C. This is 1.0 percentage points lower than in 2009/10.

Indicator 7: Reduce percentage of year 12 pupils with no qualification at GCSE level or equivalent to 1.5% by 2011.

Position: Target met. In 2010/11, 0.5% of year 12 pupils achieved no GCSEs (or equivalent). This is 0.2 percentage points lower than in 2009/10.

Year 12 pupils 

· There were 22,440 pupils in year 12 eligible for GCSE (or equivalent) examination entry*- 9,255 in grammar schools and 13,185 in non-grammar schools. This continues the decline in the year 12 exam cohort and represents a decrease of 2,314 pupils since 2005/06, when there were 24,754 year 12 pupils eligible for the examinations. There has been a decrease of 1,777 pupils in the year 12 population (source: annual school census) in the same period (See figure 1). The variation between the two figures is reflected in an increasing proportion of pupils being deemed ineligible for year 12 examinations.



· Across all post primary schools, there has been a 2.8% drop in year 12 pupils eligible for examinations since 2009/10. This drop, brought about by a declining population and increasing proportion of pupils being deemed ineligible for year 12 examinations, varies according to school type:

· There were 13,185 year 12 pupils eligible for examinations in non grammar schools, which constitutes 58.8% of the overall cohort.  In 2009/10 the figure was 13,777.  This represents a drop of 4.3% in the number of students over the period. (See Figure 2). 

· There were 9,255 year 12 pupils eligible for examinations in grammar schools, which constitutes 41.2% of the overall cohort.  In 2009/10 the figure was 9,315.  This represents a decrease of 0.6% over the period. (See Figure 2).

Overall year 12 performance

The year 12 performance figures are based on the number of pupils at the end of a GCSE or equivalent course of study who are eligible for inclusion in the examination results. 5 or more GCSE (including equivalents) at grades A*-C


· 75.3% of year 12 pupils achieved 5 or more GCSEs (including equivalents) at grades A*-C, an increase of 1.0 percentage point from 2009/10. (See Figure 3).




Including English and mathematics

It is widely accepted that good literacy and numeracy are key to employability and further study, and the NI Executive is committed to ensuring that more pupils master the basics by the end of compulsory schooling. 

It should be noted that unlike the basic 5 or more GCSEs (or equivalent) at grades A*-C figure, which has been collected since 1992/93, the indicator including the achievement of an A*-C in GCSE English and mathematics is available from 2008/09 onwards.

· 59.8% of year 12 pupils achieved 5 or more GCSEs (including equivalents) at grades A*-C including GCSE English and mathematics. 

· The achievement gap between the percentage of pupils achieving 5 or more GCSEs (including equivalents) at grades A*-C and those with the same level of achievement but also including an A*-C in GCSE English and mathematics was 15.5 percentage points. The gap has decreased by 0.2 percentage points since 2009/10, when it was 15.7 percentage points (See Figure 4); but it is still wider than the 13.9 percentage point gap reported in 2008/09.



· In terms of numbers of pupils, this equates to over 3,400 more pupils achieving 5 or more GCSEs (or equivalent) at grades A*-C compared to those achieving the same standard including English and mathematics.

7 or more GCSE (including equivalents) at grades A*-C

· 62.8% of year 12 pupils achieved 7 or more GCSEs (including equivalents) at grades A*-C. When the achievement of an A*-C in both GCSE English and mathematics are included the figure is 56.4%, a gap of over 6 percentage points.

5 or more GCSE (including equivalents) at grades A*-G

· [bookmark: OLE_LINK7][bookmark: OLE_LINK8]In 2010/11, an additional GCSE level variable was collected to broaden the spectrum of data analysis possible in relation to achievement of level 1 and 2 qualifications. It is now possible to report on the percentage of year 12 pupils achieving 5 or more GCSEs at grades A*-G (or equivalent) including GCSEs in English and mathematics.

· 93.2% of year 12 pupils achieved 5 or more GCSEs at grades A*-G (or equivalent) including GCSE English and mathematics. 

Gender

· [bookmark: OLE_LINK3][bookmark: OLE_LINK4]The reported gender of eligible pupils in year 12 was 50.2% male, 49.8% female. This compares to 43.9% male and 56.1% female entered for A level (or equivalent) qualifications.

· Females generally performed better than their male counterparts, 79.9% of female pupils in year 12 achieved 5 or more GCSEs (including equivalents) at grades A*-C compared to 70.6% of males, a gap of 9.3 percentage points. (See Figure 5). This is lower than the 11.2 percentage point gap reported in 2009/10.

· The performance gap is not as large when English and mathematics are added to the 5 or more GCSEs at grades A*-C indicator. 63.9% of female pupils in year 12 achieved 5 or more GCSEs (including equivalents) at grades A*-C including English and mathematics compared to 56.3% of males, a gap of 7.6 percentage points. (See Figure 5). The gap has decreased since 2009/10, when it was 10.3 percentage points.





   
School type

· In terms of achievement at the end of Key Stage 4, grammar schools had a higher percentage of pupils gaining 5 or more GCSEs (or equivalents) at grades A*-C than non-grammar schools. In 2010/11, 97.0% of grammar school pupils in year 12 achieved this standard, compared to 60.0% of non-grammar school pupils.

· This performance gap has shown signs of narrowing in recent years: in 2005/06 the gap between grammar and non-grammar achievement of 5 or more GCSEs (or equivalent) at grades A*-C was 53.2 percentage points; in 2010/11 this gap had reduced to 37.0 percentage points. (See Figure 6).

· The narrowing performance gap is due to the higher rate of increase in the percentage of pupils achieving 5 or more GCSEs at grades A*-C (or equivalent) in non-grammar schools compared to grammar schools. Since 2005/06, the percentage of pupils achieving 5 or more GCSEs at grades A*-C (or equivalent) in grammar schools has increased by 1 percentage point, compared to a 17.3 percentage point increase by non-grammar schools.




· 59.8% of year 12 pupils achieved 5 or more GCSEs (including equivalents) at grades A*-C including English and mathematics. When this figure is analysed by school type, 36.3% of non-grammar schools and 93.3% of grammar schools are achieving this standard. This represents a performance gap of 57 percentage points, a 3.8 percentage point decrease on the gap recorded in 2008/09 when the information was first collected.
· The performance gap between grammar and non-grammar school pupils widens when we consider achievement in 7 or more GCSEs (or equivalents) at grades A*-C. The gap at 5 or more GCSEs (or equivalent) is 37.0 percentage points, but at 7 or more GCSEs the gap widens to 49.8 percentage points, with 92.0% of grammar school pupils achieving this standard compared to 42.2% of non-grammar school pupils.

Free School Meals

[bookmark: OLE_LINK11][bookmark: OLE_LINK12][bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2][bookmark: OLE_LINK5][bookmark: OLE_LINK6]Free school meal entitlement is used as a proxy measure of the levels of deprivation experienced by a school’s population. It should be noted however that whilst there is a link between FSM entitlement and performance, many other factors affect school assessment and examination results. Some schools in disadvantaged areas perform well whilst others in more advantaged areas perform poorly.

Due to the differing levels of Free School Meal entitlement between grammar and non-grammar schools, different Free School Meals bands are used in the analysis of grammar and non-grammar school examination data. In 2010/11, on average 6.1% of grammar school pupils were entitled to Free School meals, compared to 26.1% of non-grammar school pupils.


· Free School Meal entitlement has little impact on achievement at the end of Key Stage 4 in the grammar sector. Between schools where 0 - 4.9% of pupils are eligible for Free School Meals and schools where 10% or more are eligible, the difference in achievement of five or more GCSEs (or equivalent) at grades A*-C is 1.3 percentage points.

· Free School Meal entitlement has a greater impact on achievement at the end of Key Stage 4 in the non-grammar sector. Between schools where 0 - 19.9% of pupils are eligible for Free School Meals and schools where 50% or more are eligible, the difference in achievement of five or more GCSEs (or equivalent) at grades A*-C is 24.7 percentage points.















Year 14 pupils

The year 14 performance figures are based on the number of pupils at the end of a level 3 (A level or equivalent) course of study.

· There were 12,773 pupils in year 14 entered for A level (or equivalent) examinations. This represents an increase of 309 since 2009/10, when there were 12,464 pupils in year 14 entered for A level (or equivalent) examinations. This reflects an increase in the proportion of pupils staying on in school.

Performance

· 99.5% of year 14 pupils achieved 1 or more A levels (including equivalents) at grades A*-E. There was very little difference in Grammar and non-Grammar performance in this indicator – 98.9% of non-Grammar school pupils achieved this standard compared to 99.9% of Grammar school pupils.

· 97.5% of year 14 pupils achieved 2 or more A levels (including equivalents) at grades A*-E, a decrease of 0.4 percentage points from 2009/10 (See Figure 7).

· 64.3% of year 14 pupils achieved 3 or more A levels (including equivalents) at grades A*-C. This is a decrease of 1.0 percentage point since 2009/10 (See Figure 7).



· In 2010/11, an additional A-level variable was collected to broaden the spectrum of data analysis possible in relation to achievement of level 3 qualifications. It is now possible to report on the percentage of year 14 pupils achieving 3 or more A-levels at grades A*-E (or equivalent).

· 88.5% of year 14 pupils achieved 3 or more A levels at grades A*-E (or equivalent) in 2010/11. This compares to 64.3% achieving 3 or more A levels at grades A*-C (or equivalent), a gap of 24.2 percentage points.

Gender

· The reported gender of pupils entered for A levels (or equivalent) in year 14 was: 43.9% male, 56.1% female. This compares to 50.2% male, 49.8% female in year 12. (See Figure 8).

· Females in year 14, as in year 12, generally perform better than their male counterparts, 66.2% of female pupils in year 14 achieved 3 or more A levels (including equivalents) at grades A*-C compared to 62.0% of males in 2010/11. (See Figure 9).

· The performance gap is not as large when 2 or more A level passes are considered. 97.7% of female pupils in year 14 achieved 2 or more A levels (including equivalents) at grades A*-E compared to 97.2% of males. (See Figure 9).

  


School type

· A greater proportion of year 14 pupils attend grammar schools, 62.6% compared to 37.4% attending non-grammar schools. (See Figure 10). This contrasts with the year 12 cohort, where 41.2% attend grammar schools and 59.8% attend non-grammar schools (See Figure 10).

Figure 10: Year 12 and 14 pupils entered for A levels (or equivalent) by school type, 2010/11
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· There were 4,775 year 14 pupils entered for A levels in non grammar schools. This constitutes 37.4% of the overall year 14 cohort entered for examinations.  In 2009/10 the figure was 4,455.  This represents an increase of 7.2% over the period. (See Figure 11).

· There were 7,998 year 14 pupils entered for A levels in grammar schools. This constitutes 62.6% of the overall year 14 cohort entered for examinations.  In 2009/10 the figure was 8,009.  This represents a decrease of 0.1% over the period. (See Figure 11).




· Grammar schools had a higher percentage of pupils gaining 3 or more A levels (or equivalents) at grades A*-C than non-grammar schools. In 2010/11, 76.5% of grammar school pupils in year 14 achieved this standard, compared to 43.9% of non-grammar school pupils.

· This performance gap has shown signs of decreasing in recent years. In 2009/10 the gap between grammar and non-grammar achievement of 3 or more A levels (or equivalent) at grades A*-C was 34.7 percentage points; in 2010/11 this gap has decreased to 32.6 percentage points. (See Figure 12).

· The reduction in the performance gap in the percentage of pupils achieving 3 or more A levels (or equivalent) at grades A*-C is due to an increase in achievement at non-grammar schools (0.9 percentage points) and a corresponding decrease (1.2 percentage points) in achievement in grammar schools between 2009/10 and 2010/11.

· The performance gap between grammar and non-grammar achievement of 2 or more A levels (or equivalent) at grades A*-E is not as wide as the 3 or more A levels at grades A*-C indicator; in 2010/11 the gap for 2 or more A levels was 5 percentage points - 99.3% of grammar school pupils in year 14 achieved this standard, compared to 94.3% of non-grammar school pupils.





Free School Meals

Free school meal entitlement is used as a proxy measure of the levels of deprivation experienced by a school’s population. It should be noted however that whilst there is a link between FSM entitlement and performance, many other factors affect school assessment and examination results. Some schools in disadvantaged areas perform well whilst others in more advantaged areas perform poorly.

Due to the differing levels of Free School Meal entitlement between grammar and non-grammar schools, different Free School Meals bands are used in the analysis of grammar and non-grammar school examination data. In 2010/11, on average 6.1% of grammar school pupils were entitled to Free School meals, compared to 26.1% of non-grammar school pupils.

· Free School Meal entitlement has little impact on achievement at A level in the grammar sector. Between schools where 0 - 4.9% of pupils are eligible for Free School Meals and schools where 10% or more are eligible, the difference in achievement of 3 or more A levels (or equivalent) at grades A*-C is 1.0 percentage points.

· Free School Meal entitlement has a marked effect on achievement at A level in the non-grammar sector. Between schools where 0 - 19.9% of pupils are eligible for Free School Meals and schools where 50% or more are eligible, the difference in achievement of 3 or more A levels (or equivalent) at grades A*-C is 34.8 percentage points.

4.  The data collected are used extensively by schools to monitor and evaluate their academic performance to inform all aspects of their school improvement planning and to satisfy their data requirements in areas such as their prospectus and other public publications which contain performance information. The press, the public and various public bodies also access the data regularly to keep their records of school attainment current and to compare with previous years.

5.  Data collected through the SAER are also used by policy branches within the Department of Education (DE) to evaluate initiatives including: Literacy and Numeracy strategies, school improvement programmes, benchmarking, and relevant Departmental Public Service Agreements (PSAs). Further users include the Education and Training Inspectorate (ETI) who use the information to facilitate the school inspection process, and the Education and Library Boards (ELBs). The data are also the basis of a number of Assembly questions and are used in the ELB auditing process.

6.  The 2010/11 figures in this statistical release are based on information as at 24th November 2011.  They may be subject to minor revision and these will be notified in accordance with our revisions policy.  The revisions policy can be accessed at http://www.deni.gov.uk/de_statement_on_statistical_revisions-2.doc .

7.  The tables presented in the release reflect key information on performance, as determined by Departmental needs and also on requests for information from other sources.

8.  The statistics in this press release have been derived from the annual Summary of Annual Examination Results (SAER).

The year 12 cohort used to determine the performance statistics in this document is based on the number of pupils in the final year of a GCSE (or equivalent) course of study who are eligible to be entered in the SAER return for the relevant academic year.
