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Key Points

e The proportion of school leavers achieving two or more A levels or equivalent was
44.3% in 2004/05, an increase of 8.7 percentage points from 35.6% in 1999/00.

e The proportion of school leavers achieving at least five GCSEs at grades A* - C or
equivalent has increased by 6.1 percentage points from 56.9% in 1999/00 to 63.0% in
2004/05.

e The proportion of pupils leaving school with no GCSEs has decreased by 0.2 of a
percentage point from 5.2% in 1999/00 to 5.0% in 2004/05.

Qualification data are missing for 3% of school leavers in 1995/96. The apparent
dip in the graph between 1994/95 and 1996/97 needs to be seen in this context.
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The proportion of school leavers continuing on to Institutions of Higher Education has
increased by 7.6 percentage points from 30.5% in 1999/00 to 38.1% in 2004/05,
whereas the proportion continuing on to Institutions of Further Education decreased by
2.9 percentage points from 30.4% in 1999/00 to 27.5% in 2004/05.

The proportion of pupils unemployed after leaving school increased between 1999/00
and 2004/05 from 3.9% to 4.4%.

Qualifications

Girls continue to outperform boys in terms of the highest level of qualification achieved
with 47.1% of girls achieving three or more A levels or equivalent in 2004/05 compared
to 32% of boys, and 52.7% of girls achieving at least two A levels or equivalent
compared to 36.3% of boys.

When the type of school is considered 87.2% of grammar school girls left school with
two or more A levels or equivalent compared to 75.9% of grammar school boys (the
corresponding proportions for secondary schools were 28.5% for girls and 12.6% for
boys).

When religion of pupil is considered, 46.9% of Catholic school leavers left with two or
more A levels compared to 40.2% of Protestant school leavers.

For those leaving school with at least five GCSEs at grades A* - C or equivalent the
proportion of girls remains higher than the proportion of boys (70.9% of girls leaving
school in 2004/05 achieved at least five GCSEs at grades A* - C or equivalent
compared to 55.4% of boys).

Nearly twice as many boys leave school with no GCSEs compared to girls (6.5% of
boys and 3.4% of girls).

The proportion of pupils not entitled to free school meals who achieved two or more A
levels or equivalent was higher than those pupils entitled to free school meals at 50.7%
and 20.3% respectively. Of those entitled to free school meals, girls continue to
outperform boys in terms of highest level of qualification achieved, with 29.0% of girls
achieving 3 or more A levels or equivalent, compared to 15.2% of boys.

The proportion of pupils at schools under Catholic management who achieved 2 or
more A levels or equivalent was higher than the proportion of pupils at schools under
Other management at 46.9% and 42.2% respectively. Some 84.4% of pupils at
grammar schools under Catholic management achieved 2 or more A levels or
equivalent, as did 24.0% of pupils at secondary schools under Catholic management.
For schools under Other management the equivalent figures were 79.6% and 16.8%.

In terms of GCSEs, 62.2% of pupils from schools under Other management left school
having achieved at least 5+ GCSEs A* - C or equivalent in 2004/05; the corresponding
figure for leavers from Catholic managed schools was 63.9%.

The proportion of grammar school leavers achieving at least two A levels or equivalent
has increased from 74.1% in 1999/00 to 81.7% in 2004/05, whereas the proportion



achieving at least five GCSEs at grades A* - C or equivalent has increased from 95.7%
in 1999/00 to 96.6% in 2004/05.

e The proportion of secondary school leavers achieving at least two A levels or equivalent
has increased from 11.3% in 1999/00 to 20.1% in 2004/05 and the proportion achieving
at least five GCSEs at grades A* - C or equivalent has also increased from 32.4% in
1999/00 to 41.3% in 2004/05.

Destinations

e The proportion of girls continuing on to Institutions of Higher Education is significantly
higher than that for boys at 45.6% and 30.8% respectively. In total 38.1% of school
leavers entered Institutions of Higher Education.

e The proportion of girls continuing on to Institutions of Further Education is larger than
that for boys at 29.7% and 25.3% respectively. In total 27.5% of school leavers entered
Institutions of Further Education.

e Of those school leavers who continued on to Institutions of Further Education, a small
proportion (1.2%) took Higher Education courses. The proportions for boys and girls
were 1.5% and 0.8% respectively.

e Girls leaving school are more likely to continue their education with 75.4% of girls
entering Institutions of Higher or Further Education compared to 56.2% of boys.

e A higher proportion of school leavers from schools under Catholic management
continued on to Institutions of Higher Education (40.7%) than their counterparts from
schools under Other management (35.9%). For those pupils entering Further
Education, there was a higher proportion of school leavers from schools under Other
management (30.6%) than from schools under Catholic management (23.7%).

e A higher proportion of pupils leaving grammar schools under Catholic management
attend Institutions of Higher Education (78.2%) than pupils leaving grammar schools
under Other management (71.0%). A similar trend emerges for secondary school
leavers with 17.8% of pupils from secondary schools under Catholic management
continuing on to Institutions of Higher Education and 12.1% of pupils from secondary
schools under Other management.

¢ A higher proportion of pupils leaving grammar schools under Other management attend
Institutions of Further Education (19.9%) than pupils leaving grammar schools under
Catholic management (13.2%). Similarly, there is a difference among pupils leaving
secondary school with 37.9% from Other managed schools and 30.2% from Catholic
managed schools continuing on to Institutions of Further Education.

e School leavers not entitled to free school meals are more likely to continue their
education with 71.1% entering institutions of Higher or Further Education compared to
44.8% of leavers who were entitled to free school meals.

School Leavers’ Survey

The School Leavers’ Survey was cancelled in 2002/03. Considerable difficulties
arose with data collection as a result of technical problems with new software
installed in schools. The difficulties delayed the returns, allowing insufficient time
for data to be queried with schools — a necessary part of the validation process.

All figures quoted are taken from the annual School Leavers’ Survey of all
secondary and grammar schools in Northern Ireland.
